Learning from Student Data Protocol

Using California Standards, LAUSD Standards Sets, and EduSoft Data

Individual Teacher’s Self-Reflection 

Materials Needed:

· EduSoft Data Class Summary Reports showing individual students’ scores by standard (for individual reflection only)
· Grade level Standards Sets (current assessment)

· Grade level Blueprints (current assessment)

· Copies of the current assessment 

· EduSoft Data Performance Band Reports (with standards listed) for the current assessment:

· Class Period(s) “ALL”

· Class Period(s)  “EO and IFEP”

· Class Period(s)  “RFEP”

· Class Period(s)  “LEP and PRP”

· Class Period(s)  “GATE”

· Class Period(s ) “Special Education”

Time Needed: one or two conference periods
It is recommended that teachers spend an hour or two alone, or with a trusted colleague, to review their period-by-period data results.  Teachers may decide to select:   only one class period to review in detail; some individual students’ scores to review in detail; specific students who are “representative” of a number of students in different classes.      

STEP 1:  DEVELOPING AN INQUIRY QUESTION 
Allow a few minutes for reflective writing: “What information do I hope to find out by looking at the data?”   

STEP 2:  REVIEWING THE STANDARDS 
Take time to review the standards that were assessed by the current set of data.  Identify the focus standards.  Review the assessment booklet to highlight how the various standards were assessed by the items.
Reflect on the following:

· To which standards did I devote a lot of time?

· What do I “guesstimate” to be the amount of time I spent?

· How does the “time spent” compare to how students performed on the identified standards?

· Which standards might I re-teach?  Which standards appear to present a real challenge for students?

· Which specific students were within a question or two from being classified as “proficient” on a given standard?  (Use the class summary reports with students’ names to identify this information.)

STEP 3:  QUERYING THE DATA  

Ask the following questions of each set of EduSoft data. 
· Which students are being examined in this set of data? (All?  A disaggregated set? etc.)

· On which standards did the majority of students score in the upper half of the bands – proficient or advanced?

· Which standards are the focus standards, and which are the other categories?

· What was the level of performance on the focus standards?

· What do you observe as trends within the data?

· What surprised you?  What made it surprising?

· What questions do the data raise for you?

· What else do you want to know?

· Where might you go to get additional information?

STEP 4:  PREPARING FOR THE GRADE LEVEL DISCUSSION 

Spend a few minutes in reflective writing.  Based on what you’ve learned from the individual reflection, what questions or insights will you take to the grade level discussion?  What seem to be logical next steps for your work with your own students? 
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
